ELIGIBILITY: e Open to all USA Swimming/VSI registered swimmers who meet the qualifying times for the

meet from the following teams: BSF, CCA, CYAC, DC, GATR, HA, HMA, LASO, LY, PSDN,

RACE, RATS, RSTC, SCAT, SMAC, SVFY, SWAT, VACS

e The qualifying period for this meet is January 1, 2004 through February 24, 2005

e All swimmers participating in this meet must be registered by the first day of the meet.

e No on deck registration will be permitted.

e 14 and younger swimmers may compete in any event in which they have at least a
“BB” time, but atime that is slower than the age group championship qualifying time.

e 15 and older swimmers may compete in any event in which they have at least a 15-16
“BB” time, but a time that is slower than the senior championship qualifying time.

e Swimmers may not swim a relay in an event in which they possess an Age Group
Championship (14 and younger) or Senior Championship (15&0) qualifying time.

e 2005-2008 NAG top 16 based times are in effect.

e Age on February 25, 2005 will determine age for the entire meet.

e 10 & 12 year old swimmers aging up between February 26 and March 17, 2005, and 14 year
old swimmers aging up between February 26 and March 11, 2005 with times too fast to
qualify for this championship will be allowed to compete under the following conditions:

o] Any 10 or 12 year old swimmer who does not qualify in their new age group at Age
Group Champs may enter the event.

o] Any 14 year old swimmer who does not qualify to swim at Senior Champs may enter the
event.

o] 10, 12, & 14 year old swimmers aging up between championships will be seeded
correctly by time, however will swim exhibition only, and will not be eligible to receive an
award or compete in the finals session.

FORMAT: e Al 12 & Younger swimmers will swim timed finals in the afternoon session.

e All 13 & Older swimmers will swim a preliminary session in the morning session. The top 16
swimmers in 13-14 and the top 16 swimmers in 15&0 will swim the final session each day.

e Morning sessions: Warm-ups at 7:00 A.M.; competition starts at 8:15 A.M.
e Afternoon sessions: Warm-ups at 12:00 P.M.; competition starts at 1:15 P.M.
e Finals sessions: Warm-ups at 5:00 P.M.; competition starts at 6:00 P.M.

e 1000 and 1650 freestyles: The pool will be opened for 15 minutes of open warm-ups
immediately following the finish of the relay events, with the 1000 (Friday) and 1650 (Sunday)
freestyle competition starting 5 minutes thereafter. The approximate start time for the distance
sessions will be posted on the Lynchburg YMCA Swim Team website (www.swim4ly.com)
no later than Wednesday, Feb 23, and will also be emailed to the contact person of the
participating clubs. The distance sessions will start no earlier than the estimated times.

e Lane assignment and warm-up times for individual clubs will be posted on the Lynchburg
YMCA Swim Team website (www.swim4ly.com) no later than Wednesday, Feb 23, and will
also be emailed to the contact person of the participating clubs.




e If the morning session runs late, afternoon warm-ups will begin immediately after the morning
session ends.

ENTRIES: DEADLINE FOR THE RECEIPT OF ENTRIES IS TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 15, 2005.

e Entries must be submitted in Short Course Yards times using Hy-Tek Team Manager and
Commlink-2 software, or on a VSI master entry sheet.

e Teams may submit entries as an e-mail attachment (preferred) or on a 3 2" computer disk.

e A Team Manager printout of entries must be included or the VSI meet summary sheet
(available at VSI website, www.virginiaswimming.org ) with the name of the person to contact
in case of questions must accompany the entries, regardless of how they are submitted.

e 12 & younger swimmers may enter a maximum of 9 individual events, no more than 3 per day.
e 13 & older swimmers may enter a maximum of 8 individual events, no more than 3 per day.

e Relay teams must be designated A, B, or C, if more than one per club is entered per event.
Teams may submit three (3) relays per event.

e The Meet Director reserves the right to combine heats and events, which actions may require
reseeding.

e Proof of entry times is required for individual and relay events. Entries mustinclude a
report showing the date and the meet each swimmer’s entry times were achieved. Entries
without proof of time will be considered incomplete and will not be processed.

e Incomplete entries not resolved prior to the meet entry deadline will be considered late
entries and late fees will be charged accordingly.

e Times of swimmers not making the meet qualifying time will be checked and the club notified if
there is a problem.

e Additional proof of ENTRY time, if requested, must be provided to the Age Group Chairman
within two (2) weeks of the request. Times not satisfactorily proved in that length of time will
be considered non-verifiable and a fine will be assessed.

e IMPORTANT: If entries are sent via Express Mail/FedEx/Airborne/UPS/etc., please ensure
that a signature is NOT required for delivery as this will delay the receipt of your entries.

e Entries achieved at the B/C Champs meet must be emailed to patbrm@aol.com before
10:00 pm on Monday, February 21, 2005. Any entries sent after this time will be considered
as late entries.

o Late entries will be accepted. All late entries must submit proof of time. If received prior to
the printing of the heat sheet, the swimmer will be seeded into the event; if after, they will go in
the slowest heat in an empty lane. If needed, a heat will be added.

FEES: Individual events: $4.35
Relay events: $14.00
Swimmer surcharge: $2.00 per person (entered in the meet in any capacity)

e Late Fees: In addition to the regular entry fee, a fee of $10 per event prior to the first day of
the meet and $25 per event on or after the first day of the meet will be charged for any entry
received after the entry deadline.

e Checks should be made payable to: LY SWIM TEAM

e Payment must be received by Tuesday, February 22 for email entries. Payment must be
included with all mailed entries.

AWARDS: ¢ Individual events will be awarded medals for first through eighth place. The 1000 and 1650
freestyles will be awarded as 13-14 and 15 & older.

e Relay events will be awarded medals for first through fourth place and ribbons for fifth through
eighth place.

e Team awards will be given. The winning team will receive a banner. The teams placing
second through sixth will receive a plaque.




SEEDING:

e All events, except events 19, 20, 99, 100, 119, 120, 121, 122 will be pre-seeded

e Events 19, 20 (1000 Free), 99, 100 (1650 Free, & 119, 120, 121, 122 (10 & under and 11-12
500 Free) will require a positive check-in to swim.

e Positive check-in will close at 9 am Friday for events 19 and 20.
e Positive check-in will close at 9 am Sunday for events 99 and 100.
e Positive check-in will close at 1:30 pm Sunday for events 119, 120, 121 and 122.

e SWIMMERS FAILING TO POSITIVELY CHECK-IN WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO SWIM
THE EVENT.

e Events 19, 20 (1000 Freestyle) and 99, 100 (1650 Freestyle) will be swum fastest to slowest
and alternating heats of girls and boys. THE FASTEST HEAT OF EACH EVENT WILL BE
CONDUCTED DURING THE FINAL SESSION EACH DAY.

e Allrelay events for 13 & older swimmers will be timed finals and will be conducted during the
preliminary session.

PENALTIES: Penalties for entries using fraudulent and/or non-verifiable entry times:

e Swimmer shall be disqualified from the event entered illegally and the event shall be re-
scored and awarded.

e Club may be fined $100 for each offense, and a record of such offenses shall be kept
and published as part of the official meet results.

e Clubs entering swimmers not legally registered with United States Swimming by the
first day of the meet may be fined $100 per swimmer in each event so entered.

o If the swimmer is representing a club in competition, the fine will be levied on the Club. If the
swimmer is unattached, the fine will be levied on the swimmer.

RULES: e The 2004 USA Swimming Rules and Regulations will apply.

e The scratch procedures listed in 2004 USA Swimming Rules and Regulations, Article 207.7.9
sections D and E will apply with the following modifications: The scratch rule regarding
finals will apply to both heats, final and consolation, of all 13&0 events, excluding the
relays, the 1000 Free, and the 1650 Free.

e The overhead start procedure will be used for the afternoon sessions, and may be used for the
morning sessions at the discretion of the Referee.

¢ In accordance with VSI Policy, only those coaches who display current, valid USA Swimming
credentials will be permitted to act in a coaching capacity at this meet. Coaches who do not
possess these credentials will be required to leave the deck area.

e Officials meetings: 7:30 for morning session; 12:45 for afternoon session; 5:15 finals

SAFETY: VSI Safety and Warm-up procedures will be in effect. Marshals will be present throughout warm-
ups and competition, and have the authority to remove, with the concurrence of the Meet Referee,
any swimmer, coach, or club for the failure to follow the safety rules.

TIMERS: Clubs will be required to provide timers in proportion to the number of swimmers they have
entered in each session. The number of timers required per club and their lane assignments will
be posted on the Lynchburg YMCA Swim Team website (www.swim4ly.com) no later than
Wednesday, February 23, and will also be emailed to the contact person of each of the individual
clubs.

GENERAL.: e Hospitality: Refreshments, breakfast, lunch, and dinner will be provided for USA officials

and coaches.
e Concessions: Concessions will be provided by LY Swim Team

e Meet Programs: Meet programs will be sold for $10.00 with finals heat sheets at no cost with
coupon. Final heat sheets will be $2.00 without coupon.

e Swim Shop: Kast-a-Way Swimwear will have a swim shop on site during the meet on




Saturday and Sunday.
e A souvenir meet T-shirt will be available.

FACILITY e Swimmer/Spectator Conduct: Each club is responsible for supervising the conduct of its
RULES: swimmers/spectators. Swimmers are not permitted in any room of the building not directly
associated with the meet.

e Please note that the YMCA prohibits food of any kind in the pool area; permissible beverages
inside the pool area are limited to those in closed, plastic containers. Consumption of food
is allowed in the gym and concessions area ONLY.

e Deck Access: Access to the pool deck will be strictly controlled. Swimmers, coaches,
officials and event staff only will be permitted on the deck during warm-ups and the
competition. SPECTATORS MUST REMAIN IN THE BLEACHERS OR THE GYM.

e Swimmers are not permitted to set up in the Family Pool area (cool down pool). Swimmers
must set up in the gym only.
